If we have to find a solution to existing crises, the first and foremost option
is to have the executive powers in governance transferred to the Cabinet of
Ministers by way of an urgent constitutional reform making them responsible to
the Parliament and the people.
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Enactment of 21st Amendment to the Constitution to achieve the
following objects on urgent basis

Executive powers vested in the Presidency shall be transferred to the Cabinet
of Ministers, making them responsible to the Parliament and the people and
thereby to ensure that the exercise of executive power is monitored by the
Parliament.

A new President to be elected from and the among members of the Parliament
forthwith. Office of the Incumbent President shall cease with such election.
The new President is empowered to appoint a new Prime Minister who can
command the majority of the Parliament by having consensual dialog with
members of Parliament.

The Interim Cabinet to be established consisting of Members of Parliament
representing all political parties in the Parliament.

The Interim Government shall continue until the term of the Parliament is
expired or the Parliament is dissolved otherwise and till the next Cabinet of
Ministers is established.

The Interim Government shall formulate a short-term and a long-term policy
for the restoration of the economy and to protect and promote democratic
principles.

By way of short-term solutions to economic crisis, the Government shall
negotiate with stakeholders through international monetary agencies to
reschedule our debt services and arrange funds for essential needs of the
people.

To appoint competent persons to manage all governmental institutions to
ensure the full productivity to the national economy.

Re-introduce the price control for the essential items such as food and fertilizer
and to ensure the production and supply of essential items and the market.
Import substantial amount of quality fertilizer for paddy, vegetable, tea, and
other cultivations.

To initiate a programme to re-acquire alienated national resources through
dialog as well as legal reforms.
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21st Amendment to the Constitution

AN ACT TO AMEND THE CONSTITUTION OF THE DEMOCRATIC SOCIALIST
REPUBLIC OF SRI LANKA.

BE it enacted by the Parliament of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri
Lanka as follows;

1.  This Act may be cited as the Twenty first Amendment to the Constitution.

2. Paragraph (b) of Article 4 of the Constitution is hereby amended by deletion
of the word “people” and substitution of the word “Parliament”.

3. Article 30 of the Constitution is hereby repealed and the following Article is
substituted therefor: -

30(1) There shall be a President of the Republic of Sri Lanka, who is the Head
of the State, the Head of the Executive and the Commander-in-Chief of the
Armed Forces.

(2) A member of the Parliament shall be elected as the President of the
Republic by the majority votes of the members of Parliament.

(3) The President shall hold office for a term of 5 years.

(4) No person who has been elected twice to the office of President be
qualified thereafter to be elected to such office.

(5) Notwithstanding the expiry of the tenure of office or ceased to be the
President, the President shall continue to exercise, perform and discharge the
powers, duties and functions of the office of the President until the
assumption of office by the person elected as the new President.

4.  Article 31 of the Constitution is hereby repealed.

5. Paragraph (2) of Article 32 of the Constitution is hereby amended by deletion
of the words “if he is a Member of Parliament”.

37 (1) Ifthe President is of the opinion that by reason of illness, absence
from Sri Lanka or any other cause he will be unable to exercise, perform and
discharge the powers, duties and functions of his office, he may appoint the
Speaker to exercise, perform and discharge the powers, duties and functions
of the office of the President during such period.

(2) In this Article and in Article 38(1)(b) and Article 40(1) “Speaker”
includes during any period when Parliament is dissolved the person who held
the office of the Speaker immediately before the dissolution of Parliament.

Paragraph (1) (e) of Article 38 of the Constitution is hereby repealed.

Paragraph (2) Article 38 of the Constitution is hereby repealed and the
following paragraph is substituted therefor; -

38(2)(a) Any member of Parliament may by a writing addressed to the
Speaker, give a notice of resolution alleging that the President is permanently
incapable of discharging the functions of his office by reasons of mental or
physical infirmity or that the President has been guilty of,

(i) intentionally violating the Constitution,
(ii) treason,
(iii) bribery,

(iv) misconduct or corruption involving the abuse of the power in his
office,

(v) any offence under any law, involving moral turpitude and setting
out full particulars of the allegation.

(b) No notice of such resolution shall be entertained by the Speaker unless
such notice of such resolution is signed by not less than 1/3rd of the
whole numbers of the members of the Parliament.

(c) Where such resolution is passed by not less than 2/3rd of the whole
number of members voting in its favour the office of such President
shall cease.

Article 39 of the Constitution is hereby repealed.
